Johnôs Gospel de-
scribes the ñlight that shines in the darkness that is not overcome by the 
darkness.ò(John 1:5)  Lukeôs Gospel speaks of shepherds that were out 
keeping their flocks when, ñthe glory of the Lord shone around 
them.ò (Luke 2:9) Matthewôs Gospel describes the wise men that fol-
low a ñrising staré and have come to worship Him.ò(Matt 2:2)

heavenly hosts of angels that bring men to their knees. Light from the 
star directs the Magi to Jerusalem.
